at Middle School

Parents identified likely suspect

Though the investigation s still ongo-
ing, Duxbury police believe they know
who brought the two rounds of ammu-
nition into the Middle School last
Friday

Chief Mark DeLuca wouldn't provide
more details, other than to say it was a
Student.

While the department is still trying to
gather all the facts, at this point it seems
that the bullets arrival in the school was
“inadvertent,” according to DeLuca.

Police, said DeLuca, leamed the iden-
tity of the likely suspect when the boy's
parents came forward with their suspi-
cions. :

“It was pretty admirable,”  said
DeLuca, “they put the other students
first, and I appreciate that.”

According to Lt. Lewis Chubb, police
were called in after a student reported
discovering a live round of .22 caliber
ammunition, and a staff member found
a spent shell in the building. The two
items were found in different locations.

While the department
is still trying to gather

. “inadvertent,”
according to DeLuca.
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Duxbury Middle School students
were Kept in their classrooms while
police investigated the discovery of
ammunition in the school early this
afternoon.

A police dog from Brockton, trained
to seck out ammunition, was brought in
to scarch lockers. Zar, Duxbury's own
K-9, is trained to find people and nar-
cotics, according to DeLuca.
