Mellon University. “It was after that
experience that I decided to focus on
theater, ot ballet,” Ciccone recalled
recently by telephone from Florida.
“I knew I wasn’t really ready for the
intense level of competition in the
professional ballet world, Where I
realIy feel most comfortable is
singing and acting.”

While a high school senior in
1992, Ciccone got to do both in a
production of “The Sound of Music”
at The Company Theatre in Norwell.
“That was my first big role and
cveryone at Company was really
great to me. It was a tremendous
experience that I will never forget.”

While majoring in theater at
Northwestern ~ University  in
Chicago, Ciccone did an apprentice-
ship at The Williamstown Theatre
Festival and spent a summer abroad
at the Royal Academy of Dramatic
Arts in England. Following her 1997
college graduation, the aspiring per-
former did what so many of her
peers before her have done — she
sublet an apartment in New York
City and took waitressing jobs to pay
her bills. This spring she was cast in
“Victor/Victoria,” which began its
tour in August followmg a lengthy
run on Broadway.

The challenges of a national tour
are considerable, even to an eager
young performer. “It’s very hard
being on the road, living out of a
suitcase and moving to a new city
just about every week. You get to
know theaters, not cities when
you're doing cight shows a week. It
is great, though, to see how differ-
cntly audiences in each city react to
different things in the show. What-
I'm really happy about, however, is
that we have some days off just

before Boston, so I'll be home for
Christmas. Duxbury holds so many
memorices for me. It's a great place to
spend the holidays.”

Ciccone’s parents, Mark and
Eileen, and younger sisters Caroline,
15, Michelle, 13, and Amanda,. 11,
will be leading the applause here.
“When we playBoston, there will
definitely be a large Duxbury contin-
gent on hand for at lcast onc perfor-
mance,” Ciccone says.

It will be a return visit to the show
for many of them. “I understudy the
role of Norma (played by Lesley
Ann Wamen on film and Rachel
York on Broadway) and I got to go
on in that part four times in Miami.
That was really the pinnacle of my
career so far, and what made it even
better was that my mother was able
to be at one of those performances.
Both my parents have also seen the
show in Seattle. One of my grand-
mothers, Blanche Keeney, lives in
Long Island, NY, and has come to .
see us on the road. My other grand-
mother, Florence Ciccone of
Cleveland, has seen it six times so
farin Seattle, Pittsburgh and Miami.
I'call her my unofficial fan club pres-

.ident.”
