I cannot find, off-hand, when this
last named road was built.

The Boston Advertiser of November 10,
1845, (on file at the Boston Public Library) has
an account of thL opening. Also the Hingham
Patrioy of November 14, 1845. The Plymouth
paper probably has an account of the celebration

but I haven't looked it up.
