Daley eased the burden on the town by
creatively balancing his operating bud-
get without needing any increases. The
only increases seen in the DPW budget
came in the form of contractual salary
increases, increases in the cost of elec-
tricity, and several increases within the
water department because of large pro-
jects, most of which he was able to off-
set with savings in other areas.

“cling ' methods have  dropped the

'SEMASS volumes by $24,000. Other -
~ savings came in the form of retirements, -
~ the Tarkiln Building being out of ser-

when possable to reduce outsourcing
bills.
Daley. sald the h:ghcst increases seen

‘came from the increased cost of electric- -

ity, which jumped from 4 cents per kilo-

watt to 12 cents per kilowatt. Street light -

costs. increased by 8.33 percent from
$36,000 to $39,000. Electricity was the
cause. of most increases across the
board, a $12,000 increase at transfer sta-
tion, a $34,000 increase at Town Hall,
and a $90,000 increase in the water
department, all due to the rising cost of
electricity.
