It was 20 years ago that the harbor was last dredged It
has gradually accumulated silt shrinking the anchorage
from all sides and from the bottom

“They’ll. make sure there’s no shoaling before the
work is complcte and then. they’re off to the next job,”
he said.

The final phase of the work involved dredging the
inner harbor, the anchoragcand town picr area and 3
separate, piggyback projects paid for by private intcrests
including Duxbury Yacht Club, Battclle Ocean Sciences,
and Bayside Marine.

Dredging crews will now head up to begin work on
their next project in Scarborough, ME.
