L. All persons using the beach do so at
their own risk and must cqmply with all
requests of patrolling officers,

2. Al persons, as well as their animals
and vehicles, MUST stay out of all dune
and vegetated areas

2. Areas of newly planted dune prass
are STRICTLY off-limits

3. No sand, stone, vegetation or other
matenal may be removed from the
beach. Erosion control fencing, erc,
shall not be damaged or removed.

4. All dogs must be leashed during the
peniod betwen May 1 and October 1.

5. Overnight camping is prohibited,

6. Glass containers are prohibited. No
refuse or litter shall be left on the beach
or parking lots. (5200 fine per
Massachusetts State Law). Barrels are
provided for beach picnic use, not
houschold trash,

unless written permission for less is
given,

before they may be permitted on the
beach property. Patrolling officers may
inspect for this purpose at any time,

shavel, tow rope or chain and jack with
3 supporting pad no less (han |8
square and 5/8" thick (plywood).

6. Noncompliance with the above rules
will result in loss of sticker and vehicle
beach privilege.
