The Board regrets that the plans
for a community theatre, as pre-
viously discussed, lacked the local
support nccessary to give them
confidence that the plan would be
feasible. The Board felt that the
sale of the property as proposed
by the Save-the-theatre Committee
would have been impractical as a
means of settling the claims of
creditors and stockholders.

The Board is convinced that the
proposed merger offers an excel-
lent solution to the theatre prob-
lem in Duxbury, and that the
expanded program will give Dux-
bury many new ways of enjoy-
ing its theatre without sacrificing
any of the old.
