Field of Washinglon St., daughter of May Davenport.
Harvy 'Davennort, the youngest of the family, was a Holly-
vood actor who died a few vears ago. Fanny Davenport
led nt Melbaurne 1all on Sept. 26, 1898. She was the
daughier of Bdward- L. Davenport, the great American
tragredian - Mer mother was an Fnglish actress who was
populur in the U. S. for upward of 40 years. Fanny’s
firet public appearance in this country was in 1857 at
the American Theatre, N. Y., when she was 12. She
apreaved ns a2 voealit.  Born in London, she had come
lo the U. 8. wilh her father in 1854. In 1869 she joined
Augustin Daly's company and was with him until she
started out of her own.” Her first husband was Edwin
Price. Funeral services for Miss Davenport were held
in Trinity Church, Boston, and she was buried in Forest
