Under the provisions of the

Act, 10 percent of the total
funds must be designated to
cach of the open space, com-
munity housing and historic
preservation categories and the
remaining 70 percent can be
allocated at the discretion of the
community. CPA uses can in-
clude recreation but not as part
“of the open space requirement
and usc of the land for a sta-
dium, gymnasium or similar
structure is prohibited under the
Act. .

Duxbury was one of only 31
towns in the Commonwealth to
approve the act the first year
guaranteeing the maximum
state match.

The role of the CPC is to

study the needs, possibilities -

and resources of the town rela-
tive to CPA type uses and-to
make recommendations to
town meeting, which is the only
body which can approve spend-
ing CPA funds.
