Geese or
ducks in flight are a skein, (Gaggle stems froma Middie High
German word meaning giggle or cackle -~ gagen,)
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Above, Barbara Mullown feeds cracked corn toan Enden Goose,
which are more aggressive than the other geese. The wild geese
stay together in one group, When the Enden Geese depart, they 80
solemnly, single file, In the scene below you 3ee them on the
Mullowney lawn waiting for 8 hand=-out,
