to celebrate the opening,
which also featured tours of
the building.

Duxbury  Rural and
Historical Society Executive
Director Patrick Browne said
the building is a perfect place
to consolidate the society’s
extensive archives.

In addition to the opening
celebration on Saturday, the
DR&HS held a reception for
donors and society members
at the new archives on Friday
evening. Longtime historical
society member Bob Hale
was honored with the naming
of the rotunda of the renovat-
ed Wright Building in his
honor.

Town Manager Richard
