Duxbury and Marshflicld were the towns hit the
hcaviest in the Commonwecalth Elcctric service arca by
last Wednesday's storm.

Spokesman Mike Durand said the utilitiy is still
compiling estimates on the power outages but that most
of Duxbury was without power at one time,

He was unsurc of how long it took 1o restore power
1o the entire town but said crews worked a full 24 hours
before finishing the job.

Duxbury Police Lt. Donald Sjostedt said there were
mostly reports of fallen trees and wires down.,

"As far as we know there weren't (rees crashing
through houses compared Lo surrrounding towns. There
were a lot of calls but not a lot of damage,” he said.

That asscssment was cchoed by Paul Balboni,
operations manager for the Department of Pulic Works.

"We mostly had some downed trees and a few limbs
were uprooted,” Balboni said.

"For an hour and a hall of wind blowing it was a hell
of a lot of nuisance," Balboni said.

Town Hall operated the next day at about 1/4 of
normal power, he said.

Although there were not a lot of trees down, the
limbs all hit "primarics” causing the major outages, he
added.

Harbormaster Donald Beers had the most excitement
of the stormy evening, answering a rescue call from a
small commerical boal and scarching for others who had
radioed that they were Lrying to get into shore.

Beers estimated the winds at 70 mph and said it was
the most violent storm he had witnessed in 18 years.

"There was a lot of lightning and a lot of wind," he
said.

Beers rescued the stranded skipper of the commercial
boat, whose engine had died and was unable to get back
Lo shore.

During that rescue, Beers said they passed a small
boat towing another boat. The towing boal was capsized Tuesday's terrific winds toppled a tall
by the high winds and the skipper had fallen into the )
waler. He then climbed into the 15-foot boat being
towed, but Beers said that also appearcd unsale so the
man was laken into the harbormaster's boat and brought
lo shorc.
