Historic Clothing from the Duxbury Rural and
Historical Society Collection

The Duxbury Rural and
Historical Society and The
Duxbury Free Library have
been committed to a collabo-
ration for exhibiting the So-
ciety’s historic clothing since
2007 in a purpose-built case.
There is a rotating exhibit of
the historic clothing on the
DFL second floor resource
area in a case designed and
built by Craig Bloodgood,
Curator at the Arts Complex
Museum. The casé is built to
accommodate the needs of the
fragile historic items, consid-
erations of light intensity, dust
and mold protection, and pro-
tection from being handled,
have been uppermost in the
design,

Mrs. Jane T. N. Fogg made
a donation for the case that
was matched by the DRHS.
The library has a dedicated
staff member that creates a
complimentary display near
the case for each new exhibit,
and is responsible for appro-
priate signage. The rotation
of the items has been every
3-4 months, depending on the
availability of the DRHS His-
toric Clothing Committee.

On the Friday after the
exhibit is changed, Madelon
Ali, DRHS Historic Clothing
Chairman, will give a-20-min-
ute Gallery talk with a ques-
tion and discussion time to
follow.
