Sometime when we have got the affairs of the
Duxbury Historical Society straightened out and a vault
built, you may feel disposed to give this map to the
Society. However, as I have told you I would not advise
any such procedure until the vault is built.

this Tree. I have it pretty complete from 1775. Before
that time 1t is very vague.
