SHE STANDISH MONUMENT. |

The FLiquor Queation the Cause of Disal-
fection nnd Stoppage of the Work.
It turns out that the liquor question is

at the boitom of the dificulty over the

" monument at Duxvury. Five men, long-

continued friends, and mostly members
of 'I'remont Lodgs, L. O. O. F., conceived
the idea of a monument to Standish, and
contributed the first $27,000 to the asso-

ciation which raised the monument, ‘73

feet in height, 18 years ago, .under the

superintendenco of Mon. Stephen M.

Allen and Nathaniel Adams, with other

members of Tremont Lodge. General

H. B. Sargzent was president and gaveo

$1000 for the Grand Army. of the Repub-
liec and some $3000 or §4000 for himself.,
The grounds owned by Mr. Allen were
given by him on the implied condition
that liquor should not be sold or drank
upon the premises. 1le dbuilt the wharf
which was to be a free landing for ox-
cursions and a resort for benevolent soci-
eties, and contributed some $3000 or
$4600 beside. :
‘The losses DLy the great fire in Boston
suspended the work for many years and
when it was resumed by Mr. Allen three
years since, for tho purpose of adding
the add:tional 28 feet through subsecrip-

.tions of his {riends and a grant from the

state, it was upon condition that he

should personally guarantee the finish-

ing of the monument. The late L.

- Myles Staudish was chairmsan of the

executive commitiee, and was to furnish

- S10C0 of this money and pass upon the

4 work. Mr. Allen agreed to this propost-

-tion and t&rough the assistance of Gen-

eral Butler and other {friends, complete:il
the work and paid for the statue in ad-
dition. Mr. Standish died just as the
work was commenced and Mr. Ailen had

-the whole responsiblity.

. A man who had been recommended to
Mr. Standish as used to working at giddy

- | heights proved to be a drinker of ntoxi-

cating liquors, as a!so some of the men
he recommended for the work, which
finally caused great trouble by neglect
and strikes. Mr. Allen, on visiting the
work alinost daily, saw that some of the

men working on the top of the monu- -

ment were often in a condition that not
‘oniy endangered their lives, but others
working with 'them, thuse who did not
| drink, He forbade liquor to be taken up
on the monument. Soun he discovered
1 that they had a bottle secretod in the
| bushes below, and discharged someo of
4 the men, who were in tho habit of ro-
sorting to the botile.

" ‘This mado a strike on the works, in
\which the liquor drinkers of the tuwn,

but who had never contributed a cont {or
“the monumont. sympathized. Two prom-
inent liquor sellers led off with tho prop-
. osition to turn out tho managing oflicers
of the association who had furnished the
money and had completed the monu-
nent and elect their own crowd. Not
succeding at the regular annual meeting
they called anothor through a justice of
the peace, and pretended to oiect a new
board, although the regular board was,
a3 they had always been, in oliice with
no dissensions. General Sargent, Gen-
eral Chamberlain, General Butler and
Mr. Alien and other prominent managers
from the beginning wete loft ot

‘T'hose men went te collecting monoy

i and weve the cause of the pending bill

in egquity to restrain them. Of tho 13
voters at thelr bogus meeting, 10 had
! never given a dollar towards building
the monument. Mr. Allen felt that heo
maust protect the distingu shed men who
).e.l Inzned their nime for 20 years to the
onterprise, and did so firmly. One ot the
dovices of the liqguor men when the
sherif was round, was to break into the
rotundz of the monuwent and move their
linors for stmags wuatil their own
premises had beea scarched. Thus the
rum question has preventge:d the finishing
of the lay ng ont the ground ground theo
monument, although soms $1500 has been
subscribed for the purpose. TRUTIL.
