Perhaps Duxbury's most eminent citizen was
George Partridge, for whom Partridge Academy
and Partridge Rd. are named. He was born herein
1740 and Was graduated from college in 1762^ He
prepared for the ministry, but gave it up because of
an affliction that prevented him from speaking in
public easily. Then he became a teacher. :: :i
He served as captain of a company of Minutejmen

raised by Duxbury in 1774, and later he was a
member of the famous General Coiirt ^that met in
Boston. He was chosen to serve on a committee to
meet Gen. Washington on his arrival in1 Cambridge
and was elected a representative to Congress later. >.

He died in Duxbury in 1828. • -"
Wadsworth is another name that' is closely

associated with Duxbury. Capt. Alexander Wad
sworth, who sailed around Cape Horn to China
many times, retired to his fine, Colonial home'on
Washington St. The house, with a captain's walk 5
feet fagh, was destroyed by fire in 1904.
