It suggests that the sea makes a
nice sink and so does a puddle
at the end of a hose. For a stove

there is the sun or a flat stone.
Ovens can be found under
bushes in sandboxes or behind
trees,

This “cookbook”is divided
into categories including: Ap-
petizers; soups, salads and
sandwiches; main dishes; past-
ries and desserts; beverages
and suggested menus. It offers
a variety of homemade origi-
nal offerings including: Crah-

grass gumbo; Sawdust cake:
Pencil Sharpener Pudding; In-
stant Mud Custard; Right-
handed mudloaf; dandelion
souffle; wood chip dip; and the
age-old everyone’s favorite,
Mud Pies.

This special 40" anniversury
edition also includes a tca party
in the menu section so that
“dolls with discerning palates™
will be prepared for social oc-

casions. Suggested menu for
the tea party includes: mud
pics, sawdust cake, putty fours,
bark sandwiches and rainspout

tea. There are also menus for

picnics, summer luncheons,
buffet dinner, and wedding
banquets.

“Cooking utensils should,
whenever possible be made
Iroi something that would oth-
erwise be thrown away. ..” The
author suggests empty milk car-
lons. ceg cartons orange juice
cans, soda caps and other
unique “baking and cooking
utensils.”™

Winslow reminds us “Doll
cookery is not a very exicling
art. The time it takes to cook o
casserole depends upon how
long your dolls are able 1o sif
atthe table withowt lalling over.
And il a recipe calls for 3 cup-
ful of something, You can usc
IMEASUring cup or a teacup or n
buttercup. It doesn’t much mat-
ler. What does matter is that you
select the best ingredients avail-
able, set a fine table and serve
with style.”
