Jhe windmill was made out of
repvcled materials, gathered sticks,
branches and wood, and hemp
rope was used to tie it together,
jurfior Casey Ducinski said. The
tfaﬁs wanted to use materials that
were biodegradable® and already
omthe ground, she added.

The idea to use recycled materi-
alsis a staple of SOS projects. In
Si%uate. Pearce was able to gather
beals from a recycling center for
teachers in Boston. After she
brolaght the matenials back to class,
thstudents began formulating the
prdject around the beads. The pro-
jeL which was orginally a stu-
dent project by senior Anna
Fortuna, tumed into a class collab-
ofative project. Pearce, also a first-
year ant teacher, was really excited
the entire class participated in
building the project and hopes
next year more students will take
part in the exhibit.

“This gives the students the
opportunity to show their work
outside of school. It makes it more
realistic to show your piece and
have it withstand the conditions,”
Pearce said. “It adds another ele-
ment to be more realistic and par-
ticipate in the art world.”

The Inly students are the only
middle school students involved in
the show. They had the most pro-
jects in the show. with five out of
12. Although they are only in mid-
dle school, all of their projects
dealt with larger issues, with three
expressing their views on living
fast-paced lives.
