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Passing the DeLuca family
at the start of the parade was
the Mutkoski family, who col-
laborated on their first float
after watching the parade for

At the awards ceremony
following the parade, fire-
fighter Chuck Nudd and his
family and friends took home
the top award of $500 in the
maxi-float division for their
entry, Sleeping Beauty, which
featured Nudd’s metallic town
mascot, Draco.
