The manager is Charles Grueby.
W. B. Gardner bought, sold

and exchanged "green and ac

climated horses," and had con
stantly on hand "A stock of team,

road and trotting horses." H. L.

Morgan gave special attention to
"shoeing tenderfooted and inter
fering horses." Elisha Peterson
was an "undertaker and cemetery

superintendent" who sold cas
kets, robes, flowers, foundations,
tablets and monuments."
