Saturday’s storm, with
heavy winds and high tide, had
water coming up over the town
pier and waves crashing right
over the harbormaster’s office.

“It’s the first time it’s done
that. The sea hit the town pier,
and the water went right over
us into the parking lot. I've
never seen that before,”
Harbormaster Don Beers said.

“This is the type of winter
we've forgotten about in
Duxbury. Last winter was a
South Carolina winter, this is an
honest to god New England
winter,” Beers said.

The harbormaster’s office
helped one commercial fisher-
| man secure his boat on Satur-
| day, and the combined wind and

high water caused one of the
!town floats to snap its moor-
ings, but otherwise there was no
damage, Beers said.

“Wind is the enemy. Wind
moves water, and water moves
the beach, the piers and every-
thing else,” Beers said.

Duxbury Beach has been hit
hard this winter, according to
Beers. Since Christmas day,
storms have taken down or
damaged 7 to 10 thousand feet
of snow fencing and posts.

Forecasts continue to call for
snow and rain, and Beers
doesn't expect the weather to let
up any time soon. He said he
could tell this fall that a busy
winter was in store.
