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5,000 Handicap Access Walkway, built by J. Biotti, Inc.
of Newton allows equal access to Duxbury Beach for the elderly and
the disabled. The ramp is complete, except  handrails, non-slip
surface and the installation of a platform at the east end.
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A great turnout greeted the opening of the new Handicap Access
Walkway on Duxbury Beach. The festivities were supported by
donations from A&P, Dunkin Donuts, Petals Florist, and the
Wetlands Committee. The yellow and blue surf chair, donated by the
Daughty-Kerle family in memory of Jeffrey Daughty, is a special
chair designed to enable those with disabilities to enjoy a dip in the
ocean. Although surf chairs are costly, it is hoped that future
donations will make more chairs of this type
available for use on Duxbury Beach.
