According to Justin Winsor's
History of Duxbury. the popu
lation of Duxbury was 2798 in
1840. when shipbuilding was
flourishing. There had been a
steady increase since 1810, when
the figure was 2201. Between
1800 and 1810, the increase in
population was 537, says Winsor.
Duxbury was a heavily wooded

hamlet back in 1643, when wild
life abounded. The records of that
year, show that there were 82

persons between the ages of 16

and 60 who were able "to bear
arms." On the basis of these
figures, Winsor estimates the
population of Duxbury to have
400 in 1643.

By 1710 there were 175 heads
of families living., in Duxbury.
Winsor concludes from these

figures that the population in that
year was roughtly 1100. The

population curve since 1643,

then, has risen steadily, and it

was Only after 1900 that the curve

dropped in some years before the

present peak population of 1975

was reached.
