Cleveland said he will seek dona-
tions of building materials and would
like to have the project completed by
tovember.

. A minimal amount of maintenance
is now done on the parcel.

+ “I think that we should consider
this a first step in beautifying the
froperty,” Selectman Margaret

Kearney said. "l is a nice gift to the
town and we should take care of it.”

Cleveland’s park must adhere to
the stipulation in Freeman’s will that
the area be a bird sanctuary. Cleve-
land also must determine whether
any other local committee has plans
for the land.

*It sounds like a wonderful idea to
preserve the property and honor
Mrs. Freeman's memory,” Select-
men Chairman John Tuffy said.

In other business, the selectmen
voted unanimously to implement a
traffic plan July 3 that was recom-
mended by Police Chief Mark De-
Luca for the Fourth of July activities.

The plan will make King Caesar
Road a one-way street going out to
the Powder Point Bridge and Powder
Point Avenue one way coming from
the bridge to the flagpole on Wash-
ington Street.

Part of each street will be blocked
off for pedestrian use. The plan will
be in effect from 3 to 11 p.m.
