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Selectmen Applaud Island Creek -

This  week, sclectmen
applauded the first place win
of Island Creck oysters at a
national  competition  Jlast
month.

In turn, the growers pre-
sented selectmen with the
plaque commemorating the
award to hang in town hall.

Oysters grown in
Duxbury Bay and sold by
Island Creek Oysters were
Jjudged to be the best overall
in the Invitational Oyster
Tasting  event  held in
Providence  last  month.
Duxbury oysters bested 19
other varicties of Eastern oys-
ters, which were judged on
their shells, internal appear-
ance, aroma, flavor, aftertaste
and ease of shucking. Island
Creck oysters won in the
external shell category, tied
for second in aftertaste and
received third in flavor.

Dircctor  of  Business
Development for Island Creek
Oysters Shore Gregory said it
was a boost to growers to

have their oroduct declared
the best. Island Creck sells the
oysters of fifteen independent
growers,

Selectman Andre Marte-
cchini agreed: “Duxbury has
the best oysters in the nation.
It is really the intent of what
we were trying to achieve™ by
awarding shellfish growers
grants in the bay.

Gregory said the third
annual Oyster Festival is ten-
tatively  scheduled  for
September.

* Listened to a presenta-
tion by the Open Space and
Recreation Commiittee on the
updated open space plan.
Chairman  Scott  Zoltowski
said the committee reviewed
Duxbury's open space and
recreation needs and revised
the plan to include input from
town departments and com-
mittees: The committee also
included the results from a
recent open space survey.
Conservation Administrator
Joe Grady said the plan has

cight updated maps including

those that  show  water
resources and historic and cul-
tural sites. A town must

update its plan every five
years in order (o be eligible
for self help grants to buy
open  space, said  Grady.
Duxbury is applying for a
$400.000 grant 1o offset the
cost of purchasing more of the
Camp  Wing property,
approved by lown meeting.
Selectman Betsy Sullivan said
she felt the town must begin
setting aside funds to maintain
all the open space it has
bought in recent years.

* Heard from Washington
Street resident Mary “Pixic”
Lampert regarding the hun-
dreds of motorcyeles that
came roaring through town on
Sunday. Lampert said the
matoreycles were “a public
nuisance™ and were “inappro-
priate for a neighborhood.™
She urged selectmen to dis-
cuss creating a noise bylaw or
to consider such a large gath-
erng a parade and require a
permit. As she walked along
Washington Street, Lampert
said she counted 100 bikers in
a span from Shipyard Lane to
Surplus Street and said*they
were an infringement upon
her right to enjoy her property.

= Declared a bonus shell-
fish season for the recreation-
al and commercial harvesting
of soft-shell clams in June and
for the commercial digging of
quahog clams.

= Met in exceutive ses-
sion to discuss litigation and
land acquisition. Members of
