Duxbury is under tremen-
dous pressure to utilize all va-
cant land for development of
one sort of another. If the town
does away with regulations that

were originally adopted to pro-
tect groundwater, some land
use officials believe it will be &
setback from what the town
worked for in the past. With the
planning board starting to look
at how to revise the zoning by-
law:to accomplish the objec-
tives of the Comprehensive
Plan and the Board of Health
re-thinking their regulations,
residents can learn about the
mechanisms by which the
Town can prevent development
of unsuitable lands which could
adversely impact water quality.
