Duxbury beach seemed to
suffer the most damage from
the storm. High winds, an usu-
ally high tide, and heavy seas
combined to cause erosion-on
both the occan and bay side of
the beach, according to Har-
bormaster Don Beers.

Strong seas and wind de-
stroyed a set of stairs at a
home on Gurnet Road. The
stairs came off the seawall and
‘on to the Duxbury Beach Res-
ervation’s property. The Res-

- ervation hired a contractor to

collect the stairs that were on

their property, and pile them
in Blakeman’s. There were 12

stairs in total, some of which

were in perfect shape, Beers
said.

“The Reservation was be-
ing a superior neighbor,” he
said. o

A sustained wind of up
to 40 knots combined with
a high tide of up to 13 .ft has
made animal life dn the beach
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t away several sets of stairs from

0 the beach, where they were piled

up by the Beach Reservation in the Blakeman's parking lot.

‘a little harder. Many of the

Piping  Plover’s nests have
been destroyed, and fencing to
protect their habitats have also

“We
have to go and literary move
the boats apart.”

Beers was also weary of

- people using their boats dur-
ing bad weather.

“People don’t necessarily
stop using their boats. (They)
gooutin storms and don’t have
experience,” Beers said. “It is
a matter of public safety.” In-
experience boaters are encour-
aged to stay on dry land until
the bad weather has passed.

“I think we made out pret-
ty lucky,” Beers said. “We're
open for business and looking
forward to the weekend.” ,
