Thomas H. Lanman Jr., 69, of Duxbury, died Sept. 9
at Beth Israel Hospital.

He was a past member and chairman of the Duxbury
Wage and Personnel Board; a past member of the
Duxbury Permanent School Bui[ding Commitlee; a past
president of the Duxbury Rotary Club; a member of the
Duxbury Fire Department (34 years) and a member of
the Duxbury Yacht Club.

He served on the library board of trustees for 28
continuous years from 1968 to the present having been
one of the first members elected. During that time he
served as vice-chairman from 1973-1975 and chairman
from 1989-1992,
