~ Nardone is listed as a Lev-
el 2 sex offender, according to
Chubb. His last known address
was in Revere, but he has not
lived there for some time and
failed to provide authorities
with a new address, Chubb
said. Nardone had been home-
less tor sometime but told po-
lice he was planning on mov-
ing o Boston.

Sex offenders are required
to provide an updated address
every three months.

Nardone was released on
$40 bail at 6:55 a.m., accord-
ing to the arrest log,

According to the state’s
sex offender registry, there are
three level 2 and one level 3
sex offenders currently living
in Duxbury.
