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He said it' was unusual no
one reported the incidents.

A lot of the signs were re-
ported missing Friday night,
particularly in the north section
of town. Among the missing or
damages signs are: Simmons
Drive, Templewood Drive, Lin-
coln St. West St., Old Barn
Road, Hidden Acres Drive,
Woodland Way, and Windy
Hill Lane.

Balboni said that four of the
signs were found in the woods
