The Winsor Housg is 1.1 milgs on the
left.

Originally a private residence, the
Winsor House Inn was built in 1803 by
Mathanigl Winsor - patriarech, merehant
and sea captain - for his daughter,
Naney, and her husband John Howland.
It that time, the town of Puxbury was
in the midst of a prosperous gra of
shipbuilding and merechant sea trade.
The Winsor ¢lan was ong of the morg
prominent familigs of the period.

Panigl Winsor, o long-time sea caplain,
was living in the housg as lalg as i860.
Panigl's great grandson, Georsge. left
Puxbury in 1896 to sail for €ngland
wilh his wife, Harrigl, and their infan!
son, Panicl. In 1915, young Panig!
inheritgd the Duxbury gslate. tle was,
by then, ningtegn years of age and an
officgr with the British Naval
Intelligence.

Panigl and his bride, Marig, returned 1o
Puxbary in 1932 10 gslablish an Inn al
the family homgsigad. Becausg he
loved €nglish pubs, he reergated ong in
a wing he added to the original housg.
He then appointed himself bartender
and the Winsor touse Inn remainegd a
popular and fashionable spot under the
congenial eyge of the Winsors antil their
retirement in 1962,

For fourteen years, the property
passed among mang owners until
Pavid and Patricia O'Connell pur-
chased the Winsor Houseg Inn in 1976.
The O'Connglls have lovingly rgstored
thg Winsor Hlouse Inn 1o ils original
warm aimosphere and are conlinuin:-‘; a
long tradition of dracious hospitality.
