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Originally a privalg resideneg, the
Winsor House Inn was buill in 1803 by
Hathanigl Winsor - patriarch, merchant
and sca caplain - for his daughter,
Haney, and her husband John Howland.
7t that time, the town of Puxbury was
in the mids! of a prospgrous ¢ra of
shipbuilding and merechant s¢a trade.
The Winsor clan was ong of the more
promingnl familigs of the period.

Paniel Winsor, a long-time sgs caplain,
was living in the housg as lalg as 1560.
Panigl's great grandson, George, Igft
Puxrbury in 1896 to sail for England
with his wife, Harrigt, and their infant
son, Panigl. In 1915, young Panigl
inherited the Paxbary gslale. Tle was,
by then, ningtegn years of age and an
offieer with the British Naval
Int¢lligence.

Panigl and his bride, Marig, returned 1o
Puxbary in 1932 to gstablish an Inn al
the family homeslead. Beeause he
loved €nglish pubs, hg reereated ong in
a wing he added to the or iginal house.
He then appoinigd himself barlendgr
and thg Winsor House Inn remained a
popular and fashionablg spot undgr the
congenial gyge of the Winsors until their
relirgment in i962.

For Jourtgegn years, the property
passed among many owngers until
Pavid and Pahiciu O'Conngll pur-
chased the Winsor Housg Inn in 1976.
The O'Connglls have lovingly restored
the Winsor tlousg Inn to its original
warm almosphere and are continuing a
long tradition of gracious hospitality.
