Their eggs are prey 
for foxes, dogs, birds, raccoons, crabs, 
lizards and dingos. Noise pollution can 
also be a factor for female turtles.

We 
need to capture sea turtles to give them 
a safe quiet environment to continue the 
life cycle.  We do not have the right to 
capture them if we are going to harm 
them.
