Assessment

Grades 1 to 6 marks are letter grades

Level 4 = A represents achievement that exceeds the provincial
standard

Level 3 = B represents achievement that meets the provincial
standard

Level 2 = C represents achievement that approaches the provincial
standard

Level 1 = D represents achievement that falls below the provincial
standard

“R” represents achievement that falls well below level 1 and
extensive remediation is required

“I” represents insufficient evidence to determine a student’s
achievement /
