There will 

also be the statement “This (letter grade/percentage mark) is 

based on achievement of expectations in the IEP or ESL 

program that vary from the grade _ expectations (and/or) are 

an (increase/decrease) in the (number and/or complexity) of 

curriculum expectations.”

Reading:  School – 79%; Board – 80%; Province – 81% 

Writing:  School – 97%; Board – 81%; Province – 80% 

Math:  School – 59%; Board 55%; Province – 50%
