As a staff, we continue to analyze our results and put 
strategies in place for improvement.

Student Safety: During the school day, all doors to our school are locked and we ask parents and caregivers to please enter 

through the front doors and remember to always check in at the office.  Staff washrooms are available for adult use along with a 

male and female washroom in the main foyer. Please do not enter student washrooms. 

Yard Supervision times are 8:30 to 8:45 am / 12: 25 to 12:35 pm / 3:25 to 3:40 pm.  Students should not arrive earlier unless 

they are taking part in a supervised event.  Students who go home for lunch are asked to return no earlier than 12:30 pm. 

Dogs:   Our children deserve to play in a clean and safe environment.  Dogs are not allowed on TDSB property at any time. 

Playscape:  Our playscape is a very popular place before, during, and after school.  If your children are playing on the equip-

ment before and after school, please make certain that they are being supervised.
