RYAN’S LAW: ENSURING ASTHMA-FRIENDLY SCHOOLS

Ryan’s Law, 2015 (Ensuring Asthma Friendly Schools) sup-

ports the safety and well-being of students with

asthma and requires that:

An Asthma Management Plan is being developed and will be
provided to all schools that will outline further roles and re-
sponsibilities to implement all the requirements under the leg-
islation, including identifying students with asthma, developing
an individual asthma management plan for each student diag-
nosed with asthma, as well as asthma education and training.

Every school principal shall permit a pupil to
carry his or her asthma medication if the pupil
has his or her parent’s or guardian’s permission.

SABRINA’S LAW: PEANUT SAFE

Sabrina’s Law requires every school establish and maintain an
anaphylactic policy that includes strategies to reduce the risk
of exposure to anaphylactic causative agents in classrooms
and common school areas. As prevention is the best ap-
proach, we ask that you speak with your child about not shar-
ing their snacks or lunches with other students
and please do not send any snacks or lunches
with your child that contain peanuts and/or pea-
nut products.

e Yard Supervision times are 8:30 to 8:45 am / 12: 25 to 12:35 pm / 3:25 to 3:40 pm. Students should not arrive

earlier unless they are taking part in a supervised event. Students who go home for lunch are asked to return
no earlier than 12:30 pm.

e Dogs: Our children deserve to play in a clean and safe environment. Dogs are not allowed on TDSB prop-
erty at any time.

e Playscape: Our playscape is a very popular place before, during, and after school. If your children are playing
on the equipment before and after school, please make certain that they are being supervised.

Up-to-date emergency phone numbers for parents at
home and work must be provided to the school. In the evening, the system calls all students who have arrived late

that day.
