Gentle Reminders: 

Vehicles dropping off students need to be mindful of the crosswalk and clearly posted 

signage for NO Stopping.

Students should not arrive earlier unless 

they are taking part in a supervised event.  Students who go home for lunch are asked to return no earlier than 12:30 pm. 

Dogs:   Our children deserve to play in a clean and safe environment.  Dogs are not allowed on TDSB property at any time. 

Playscape:  Our playscape is a very popular place before, during, and after school.  If your children are playing on 

the equipment before and after school, please  make certain that they are being supervised. 

Hats, water and appropriate footwear are recommended for play and gym class.  All students are asked to 

have a pair of indoor and outdoor shoes.
