Canada Post program closes April 17" but process seems fairly
simple and we agreed to research further for next meeting. Need to
understand is there is a limit on when we must spend the money, will
decide when we should apply as max we can get for playground is
$15,000. Note: In 2014, they received 1000 applications and funded
107 for a total of $1.3M

Other programs brought forward by Virginia included Good Life
which focuses more on special needs schools and Home Depot.
Investigate Home Depot program further.

Lynn explained fundraising program at Holy Spirit, sale of sweaters to
kids and parents. Purchased on Progress approx. $10 for kids, $15
for adults and sold for small profit. Very popular at Holy Spirit.
Virginia’s husband does this and would be willing to provide quote.
Virginia will ask George to put together a package for sale of hoodies
to the next meeting. Agreed we might like to do this each year and
have a different offering available each year.
