Equipment
e materials for the parachute: e SCisSsSOrs
polythene, tissue paper, nylon fabric e hole punch
e thin string or thread o Plasticine or small weights
Planning

1 Design a parachute. It must fall gently to the ground when released
so that your ‘parachutist’ is unharmed. You should consider

its shape and size

the best material to use

how to construct it

how to represent the parachutist.

2 Draw up a detailed plan of your proposed parachute.

3 Make your parachute using the materials provided. You may wish
to test your parachute and then modify your design as you work,
but make sure you amend your written plan too. Your teacher will
tell you how long you have to complete your model.

4 Launch your parachute for testing when told to do so by your teacher.
5 The winning parachute is the one that takes longest to fall.
