         *** Russia the most  = 1.7 million 
•  Almost 22,000,000 wounded…..

  Front:	
  Russia	
  advances	
  into	
  Germany	
  and	
  
Austria-­‐Hungary	
  

– Western	
  Front:	
  	
  Germany	
  takes	
  over	
  Belgium,	
  
France,	
  but	
  encounters	
  resistance	
  from	
  Allied	
  
Powers	
  
•  This	
  front	
  of	
  the	
  war	
  turned	
  into	
  a	
  stalemate-­‐	
  
no	
  one	
  could	
  win,	
  but	
  no	
  one	
  wanted	
  peace,	
  
either.
