PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

The Indian University of North America is a unique
partnership between the Crazy Horse Memorial
Foundation and the University of South Dakota.

The 82 week summer program at Crazy Horse,
which began in the summer of 2010, allows accepted
students to enroll in college credit hours consisting of
Math, English, Native American Studies, Life Skills
and a paid internship at the Crazy Horse Memorial.

The program has four purposes:

1. to provide accepted students freshman-level university
courses which will transfer to any regionally accredited
college or university, students complete one semester of
college during the summer,

2. to prepare accepted students for the rigors of college by
offering college preparatory courses for students who
need them,

3. to extend accepted students paid working internships at
the Memorial’s visitor complex, and

4. to further fulfill the mission of the Crazy Horse
Memorial Foundation.

for students.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

Admission requirements for the Summer Program of
The Indian University of North America,are as follows:

Applicants must be 17-21 years of age when the
program commences.

Applicants must possess a high school diploma
(Regular Curriculum) or GED before the program
commences with a cumulative grade point average or
equivalent of 2.00.

ACT or SAT scores are required at the time of
application. The composite ACT score for regular
admission is 21; the SAT score for regular admission
is 990. ACT scores below 21 or SAT scores below

990 will be considered for provisional admittance.
Students who enter using the SAT will be required to
complete the ACT as it serves as the baseline academic
measure. This is of no cost to the student.

Preference is extended to enrolled members of federally
recognized tribes, however, the University is open to all
qualified students.

Applicants must possess a need for the curriculum

offered.

Completion of a written exercise on why the applicant
is interested in the program.

Applicants must complete a telephone interview with
the selection committee.

All applicants must complete the admission application
and provide accompanying required materials by
January 7, 2013 for early admission and by March 1,
2013 for regular admission. Applicants chosen for
admission must submit final high school transcripts by
June 3, 2013. (SAT or ACT scores must be submitted
with the application) If the transcript reveals the student
has not graduated from high school, the student cannot
participate in the university program.
