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To add more fonts to Google Documents & Presentations, 
simply click on “More fonts…” from the bottom of the font 
selection menu.  A font pop-up will appear, & select the 
fonts you would like to add.  You can add more than one.  
You can also do a search or sort for the types of fonts you 
are looking for.  There are comic, for fun, brush scripts, 
handwriting, & more.
