the distance (mileage) between the parties’ homes, what items shounld be provided
by each parent during the child(yen)’s visit, who may pick up and return the child,
pursuant to the Court Ordered schednle or whether the child may travel alone, and
what child related activities €ither party cannot engage in durin g parenting time
(such as hair cutting, ear piercing, unanthorized non-emergency medical

treatment, ete.). The Priend of the court may also determine when o parenting
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
