Le Futur simple (verbes reguliers) 
 
The future tense is used to express a future action or state, that is, what will 
happen in a future time.  
 

 
 
Note 
Je, tu, il, ils: endings are formed by adding the present tense of avoir. 
Nous: ending is formed by adding –ons. 
Vous: ending is formed by adding –ez.  
 
 -ER + -IR 
 Infinitive ending is kept, then the future ending is added 
  manger: elle mangera 
  établir: nous établirons 
 
 -RE 
 Infinitive ending is not kept, drop the final e and add the future ending 
  rendre: ils rendront

Le Futur simple (verbes irréguliers) 
 
Verbs that are irregular in the future (and the derivatives of these verbs) have 
future stems (verb forms to which endings are added) ending in –r or -ir.  Add 
the future endings to these stems and get the correct future form, as shown in the 
following list.
