Creators of multiple-choice questions often
include several distractors that mislead the test-taker into choosing the wrong answer choice.
Some possible distractors include:
e An answer choice that is stated in the text, but is not relevant because it doesn’t really
answer the question.
e An answer choice that may sound right, but is not stated in or supported by evidence from
the text.
e An answer choice that only describes what is happening literally, instead of inferring the
greater significance of what is happening.
e An answer choice that might have otherwise been accurate except it uses words such as
always, never, must, only
An answer choice that is too general, or oppositely, too specific.
