(Ling) The Great Chicago Fire

Chicago was a sprawling metropolis in 1871. Yet it was also a city ripe for
disaster. First, Chicago was built almost entirely of wood. Wooden grain elevators,
lumber mills, hotels, dilapidated houses and barns, bridges, and even streets,
paved with pine blocks, were perfect sources of kindling.
