To plan for a read aloud, I:

Spend time pre-reading to
familiarize myself with the
material.

Consider the behaviors and
tones | will use to dramatize
the story’s “action.”

Decide how to introduce the
book to the children.

Identify new vocabulary (rare
and root words) and determine
how to present these words.
Prepare open-ended questions
for discussion.

Plan center activities that will
extend the story into other
activities over the course of
the day and week.

Commwents & Questions

Before reading a story, I:

e Introduce the book by
displaying its cover.

e Discuss the title, author, and
illustrator.

e Facilitate children’s discussion
about at least one of these
book features.

When | read a story aloud, I:

e Lead small groups or large
groups, depending on my
assessment of the children’s
learning needs.

e Change my pace or interrupt
my reading as needed to allow
the children to be as involved
as possible.

e Ask open-ended questions to
encourage discussion of the
material presented.

Immediately after reading a story, I:

e Check for understanding by
asking questions designed to
demonstrate learning.

e Reuvisit vocabulary words
presented in the story to
ensure that the children
understood them.

Throughout the day and week, I:
e Use center activities to “extend
the story,” building on material
introduced in the read aloud.
