Section 5:  Social Awareness 

 

Awareness of others’ similarities and differences: 
 

• Describes others based on their physical characteristics, likes and dislikes, and 
similarities and differences to self 

 
Interest in others’ experiences and feelings: 
 

• Shows interest in others by looking at and listening to teachers and peers 
 

• Identifies others’ feelings based on visual, verbal, and behavioral cues 
 

• Seeks information about others’ feelings, preferences, and perspectives 
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	During toddlerhood, children have some sense of themselves as individuals. They can control their bodies, but they may not always maintain balance or respond to requests. They have some sense of what they like and dislike but are not fully aware of al...
	During preschool, children become more aware of themselves—their bodies in space, their emotions, their likes and dislikes, and the things they can and cannot do. They are learning to stay in their own physical space, describe themselves realistically...
	This growing confidence and sense of self is critical to children’s success. Children who understand their own abilities and feel worthy are able to appropriately tackle and learn new concepts. Children who are aware of their own feelings are better e...
