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Web 2.0 Tools for Teachers
Introduction: What’s Web 2.0 and what does it have to offer?

This document is intended as simple introduction to some free Web 2.0 type tools that can
be used by teachers who are interested in using technology in language teaching. The
tools presented here are just the tip of the iceberg and this should not be considered in
anyway conclusive or even the ‘best of’ Web 2.0 tools. New tools are emerging all the
time, many not originally intended for education, but which can be put to good use by
students and teachers alike to extent opportunities, enhance learning potential and
develop the level of digital literacy tat students will need for the 21st century.

What’s Web 2.0?

Web 2.0 can most easily be defined in relation to what the web originally was ( Web 1.0!)
Originally:

- Text based ‘html’ with some images - The early web was largely driven by text
based content formated with a simple programming language called ‘html’.

- Broadcast medium - Most web sites were owned or controlled by companies or
individuals with web skills. The content was added by web masters and the owner
of the website decided what would go on the website. This was a ‘top down’
process, readers had no choice and little input into the content that went on the
site.

- Slow connection speeds - Most visitors were using slow dial up connections
which made downloading large files such as video or audio incredibly slow.

- Limited interactivity - If there was any interactivity on websites it was almost
completely text based and usually took the form of sending in an email, basic text
chat or posting a message on a text based bulletin board.

- Expensive software - Most creative work being done on computers was done
using expensive software which was complex to learn and had to be bought on
discs and installed on the hard drive.

- DotCom bubble burst - Some largely misguided attempts by many companies to
make money over the internet using out dated business models end mostly in
failure.

Web 2.0 is different:

- Speed - Broadband connectivity and high speed wireless and mobile connections
have enabled much of the changes that have occurred.

- Web based software and applications - The development of more complex
programming languages combined with more sophisticated web browsers have
enabled users access software tools online with out downloading and in many
cases without paying for them.
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- Platform based services - Instead of providing content, many web companies now
provide platforms such as YouTube, Digg, Blogger etc.

- User generated content - Users of these service create and share their own
content.

- Rich media content - Connection speeds have enabled the web to deliver audio,
video and fast interactive games of a high quality without wait time.

- Complex social interactions - Interaction through websites and web services
have become much more complex and users can now share a vast array of content
and information and collaborate for more rapidly and easily.

- New business models - Most successful web 2.0 products and service are free for
anyone to use.

- Democratisation - This has been describe as the ‘democratisation’ of the web. It is
no longer a broadcast medium controlled by website owners and web masters.
Now anyone can contribute what they know and share it with anyone else.

What does web 2.0 have to offer teachers?
There are a number of ways these changes have enhanced the learning potential of the
web.

Web 2.0 enables:

- Socailisation - Through socialisation our students can use the language and skills
they are learning to build networks and develop relationships with real people.

- Collaboration - They can work together with others construct and share real
knowledge.

- Creativity - They can create genuine products, in a wide range and combination of
media to high standards, that will have a real audience.

- Authenticity - The tasks and activities they do and the people they communicate
with to do them are real and motivating.

- Sharing - They can share what they create and learn from each other.
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So here are the tools

Penzu is a very powerful tool for creating materials and tasks for students,

You can use it as your own personal deveiopment journal to reflect on your teaching and your
reading about teaching. You can also record what you did with the classes each lesson and
send it to them as a summary or reminder.

You can use it to create mode's for writing activities. You could use a new entry each time you
redraft to show how the text changes through the process steps of brainstorming and drafting to
the finished product.

You can et your students to use it as a leaming journal and write in what they learned from
each lesson. They could share these entries with you

You could use it for action research feedback by asking students to reflect on aspects of your
teaching and then send you the feedback using the anonymous message feature.

If you email an entry to someone they receive the text in an email and a link to the journal
page you sent. The journal page can only be edited and changed by the author not by the
person who receives it.

Each entry is
dated automatically and you can move from one entry to another using the tabs on the

right of the page.

How to use it with students
Penzu is a very powerful tool for creating materials and tasks for students.

- Create digital materials - You can create your own online materials using texts
with images and share them with your students.

+ Writing portfolio - You can use it to set written homework task for students. These
are then neatly stored and can be reviewed as a kind of writing portfolio and also
shared with parents or employers.

- Professional development journal - You can use it as your own personal
development journal to reflect on your teaching and your reading about teaching.

+ Lesson summary - You can also record what you did with the classes each lesson
and send it to them as a summary or reminder.

« Model process writing - You can use it to create models for writing activities. You
could use a new entry each time you redraft to show how the text changes through
the process steps of brainstorming and drafting to the finished product.

- Learner diaries - You can get your students to use it as a learning journal and write
in what they learned from each lesson. They could share these entries with you.

- Action research feedback - You could use it for action research feedback by
asking students to reflect on aspects of your teaching and then send you the
feedback using the anonymous message feature.
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- Image based narrative - Your learners will be able to create text which they can
share with their parents. You can do this by giving them a group of images to
upload to the margin of the text (in any order they choose) and then asking them to
create a story based around these images.

What’s great about using a tool like this is that it makes students written work much more
accessible, they can integrate high quality images with the work and it remains as a
tangible record of their progress and achievements. It's also very content focused and
there is no fuss with formating or different fonts. It's just about the writing.

How to use it with students
+ Discussion points - You can record a series of contentious statements and ask
students to respond to each one.
* Narrative building - You can record the first sentence of a narrative and then ask
students to listen to the thread and add a sentence each to the story.
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« Dictations - You could record your own online dictation texts. Get the students to
listen to the text, and write down what they hear and then record their own version
of the text for you and other students to listen to.

+ Pronunciation drills - Record some pronunciation drills and get students to listen
to them and then record themselves saying the words or sentences.

* True false statements - Record some statements about yourself and get students
to leave questions for you to find out which of the statements are true. You can
leave your answers to the questions online too. You could allow students a week to
leave questions for you to answer, then in class you can get them to tell you which
statements are true or false. You could also get students to create their own true
false statements and question each other about them.

What'’s great about this tool is that it allows for real communicative speaking and listening
practice outside of class time and that you have a good record of examples of your
students speaking that you can listen to to assess any pronunciation problems and to
record and assess their progress as their speaking develops. It also produces a ‘feed’
which means that students can subscribe to the feed and then automatically be up dated
(on there computer or mp3 / iPod / phone) when new messages are added.

They have a number of support features such as hints ( which give the next letter in a
word) and auto complete, which helps to finish words after a number of letters. This can
help to reduce frustration caused by spelling problems (rather than listening) and tricky
place names etc.

You can also upload links to audio that you think are suitable for activities by clicking on
the submit new audio icon. You have to be able to provide a link to the audio file at its
online source as well as some other details.

You then use the web based tool to match the sentences to the segments of the audio file.

How to use it with students

- Set listening for homework - You can search for and select audio exercises for
your students that are on a relevant topic and at an appropriate level. You could
also let your students select their own listening activities for themselves or each
other and they could discuss what they learned from the information content in
class.

+ Let students select the listening - You could ask your students to add links to
audio files that they want to understand such as song mp3s, news reports or
interviews, then you could create the dictation activities and transcriptions to go
with the audio (or hope that someone else does)

- Create your own activities - You can create your own dictation activities for your
students based on the audio files that you want them to understand.

What’s great about is that it can track your students progress for you (and them) so it’s an
ideal tool for creating homework tasks. If your students are competitive you can also keep
a class scoreboard to show which students are doing best.

How to use this with students

- Social expressions - You can create movies which demonstrate social English
language points or phrases and expressions being used in context. This can really

liven up presentations of new language for students.

+ Vocabulary examples - You can ask students to create animations which

incorporate specific language points or vocabulary.
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+ Create conversations -You can give your students images of some of the
characters + a context background for where they meet and then ask them to
brainstorm a conversation between the two characters. They could then use the
site to produce a ‘polished’ final version of the conversation to share with other
students.

- Tell jokes - You or your students can use the site to get the characters to tell jokes
(often told by two characters). These could be jokes that are translated from their
L1 or you could get students to search through online joke sites to find something
they like. this works well with the simple traditional ‘knock knock’ jokes.

How to use this with students

+ Revision of texts - You can paste in short texts that your students have studied
recently. Show them the word cloud and see if they can remember what the text
was about and how the words were used within the text. You can build up a bank
of word clouds over a semester and pull them out at random to get students to
recall the texts they have studied and the key vocabulary in them. You could also
see if they could rewrite or reconstruct the text based on the word cloud.

+ Prediction - You can create word clouds of texts before the students read or listen
and ask them to make predictions about the content of the text based on the word
cloud. They could also check any new words from the word cloud that they are
unsure of before they read or listen.

- Dialogue reconstruction - You can create a word cloud of a dialogue students
are studying and use it as a prompt to remember or reconstruct the dialogue.

+ Short poems / Haiku - You can generate a word cloud from a short poem or
Haiku, then ask students to create their own work based on the word cloud. They
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could then see how close they came to the original.

+ Text comparison - You can create word clouds from a number text genres (news
article, poem, story, advertisement, dialogue etc.) and then see if the students can
decide which genre each is from and why. You could also do this with a small
collection of poems short stories or articles. Then students could read the
complete texts and match them to the word clouds. Here are two poems. One is
from Shakespeare and the other is from Robert Frost. Try to decide which one is
from Shakespeare. How did you know?

+ Personal information - You could get your students to each create a text about
themselves and then turn it into a word cloud. You could them put the clouds up
around the class and see if the students could identify each other from the cloud.
They could exchange clouds and use them to introduce each other.

+ Topic research tasks - You can create a word cloud based around a topic you
want students to research. You could use a page from Wikipedia to do this, then
use it to find out what students already know about the topic by asking what they
think the relevance of each of the word is to the overall topic. They could then go
to Wikipedia and find out more. Then report back on their findings using the key
words as prompts.

Just open the message and click on ‘Share’ and you’ll get the choice of a URL, embed
code or the option to add the video to MySpace, Twitter or Facebook. This means that you
can use the tool to create online materials for students.

How to use this with students

+  Chinese - video - whispers - Use the video email feature to record a short text.
Send it to the first of your students. Ask your student to write down the message
and then record it themselves and send it to the next student. Each student should
rerecord and send the message on to another, until the last student sends it back to
you. You will then see how accurately the message matches to your original text.

+ Interactive video learning diary - You could get students to create an interactive
learning diary, they could email you their video summary of what they feel they have
learnt that day and you could then respond. Your videos would form a good learning
record and students would be able to look back at them later and see how they had
improved -quite literally - and also hear the improvements in their speaking ability.
This is also a great way to give your students one-to-one-time which can often be a
problem in class.

+  Class survey - You could send a video message to your students with a class
survey question that they could respond to. This would be a good way to carry out
classroom research, decide on learning goals and make sure that all students had a
means to feedback to you in private and on an individual basis.

+  Different perspectives - Show some of your students a video clip or picture, that
includes a number of people (scenes from films with bank robberies, where a
number of people are involved are quite useful for this). Then ask the students to
imagine that they are one of the people in the film or picture and they need to
describe what happened. Ask them to a video giving their account of what
happened. You can then ask the other students to imagine they are detectives and
watch the clips your students have created and make notes to piece together what
happened. The 'detective’ students should then try to recreate the scene using the
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student videos to guide them. Afterwards they can watch the original film clip or
picture together and see how well they did and what they missed.

+  Favourite poems or haiku - Students could record themselves reading their
favourite poem or haiku, you could then embed the videos into a webpage or blog
as a class poetry collection.

+  Live tutoring support - This looks like an ideal tool for supporting distance
learners and doing 'face to face' tutorials.

+  Video interviews - You could get in touch with someone for your class to interview.
Just have one computer plus camera set up in class, and a visiting expert, friend or
colleague on the other end for your students to interview. They could also interview
an expert in groups from home with a conference call.

+  Video lesson with conferencing - You could use the conference call to video cast
your lessons to a group of distance learners.

+  Video twitter - using the feed feature you could create a kind of video Twitter, with
your students video micro-blogging about learning English, their day at school, or
any topic they find interesting.

+  Text and video message - Using the video email feature, you could record a video
of yourself reading a text, then add the text within the email message. You could
include some errors in the text and get them to watch the video and correct the
errors.

+  Create a collaborative story - Email students a video with the first line of a story
and ask them to record your line of the story and add their own, then pass it back,
or pass it on to another student. This way you could build up a story between the
group over a period of time.

«  Tip of the day, word of the day - Send you students a tip or word of the day by
video email. These could be exam tips, study tips, recommended websites, or
words and definitions.

+ Video dictation - Send a video email of yourself dictating a text and ask your
students to watch and write the text in the email and send it back to you for
correction.

What'’s great about Tokbox is that it is very simple to use but it still enables multiple modes
of communication as well as multiple channels to support understanding (adding text and
visual support through video).

How to use this with students

+ Video tasks - We can create video tasks and get students to post responses to the
wall by leaving it open for everyone to contribute. Here's a wall that | created about
Ramadan. This wall has been left open for anyone to contribute to.

+ Treasure hunt - We could use the wall to collect different links to various resources
around the web for students to explore, a little like a web quest or treasure hunt.

- Theme based walls - We could give students a theme and get them to create their
own walls based around that theme.

- Fan walls - We could get students to create fan walls based around a favourite
band or celebrity.

- Share resource links - You can use the wall to collect and share resources like
this one on IELTS

+ Image based tasks - This activity uses an image to get students to practice using
present continuous.

- Create debate - You can use the wall to create debates. You can do this either by
posting your own contentious opinions or using videos from sites like BigThink.com
and get students to respond. This could be a way of dealing with sensitive issues
and enabling students to be able to express opinions that they might not feel
comfortable doing in the classroom. Here's an example

- Grammar walls - We can even create grammar walls and get students to post
what they know and examples of different verb tenses or grammar points.

+ Wishing walls - We could even get students to post their wishes on it using third
conditional.

What’s great about Wallwisher is that it is really easy to create a wall and it makes
collaboration very simple and quick too.
